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Have you had a personal encounter with Jesus 
Christ?  If your answer is “yes”, then .. Did you 
seek after Christ or did He seek after you?  Did 
your encounter with Christ occur after dark or in 
broad daylight?  Did you meet Jesus as a regular 
church member or as a poor lost soul?  In other 
words, are you a Nicodemus-type-Christian or a 
Woman-at-the-well-type-Christian?  Maybe you’re 
a combination of the two. 
 
Over the next few months, we will be studying 
chapters three and four in the Gospel of John.   In 
these verses we encounter Christ as He encounters 
one rich man and one poor woman.  We will learn 
that Jesus will meet you where you are.  If you are 
rich, righteous, and well-connected, then Jesus will 
meet you.  If you are poor, sinful, and powerless, 
then Jesus will meet you.  AND, if you are any-
where in between these extremes, [you got it] Jesus 
will meet you. 
 
These two encounters demonstrate the truth of John 
3:16.  “For God so loved the world, that he gave his 
only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him  
[Pharisee or Samaritan] should not perish, but have 
everlasting life.”   Join us for this sermon series in 
the Gospel of John which begins on the Sunday fol-
lowing Easter:

People I only 
know as elderly were vibrant and beautiful in 
the photos.  Some people were hard to guess 
due to the time gap between past and the pre-
sent, but eventually we were able to recognize 
each one of them.  The point of the sermon was 
that someday we will have a new resurrected 
body; a body that may look 30 years old and a 
body we will still recognize.   
 
Lately, more than ever, I have been aware of 
my body changing.  I can’t do what I used to 
do.  No matter how hard I try, my physical body 
continues to get wrinkled and broken.  I am glad 
to know that God will replace this broken mor-
tal body with one that is new and immortal. 
This brings me to an important point.  What I 
do in this life each moment affects my life to 
come.  I learned from the sermon that I must 
live my life with an eternal perspective, know-
ing what is important.
