When I am in Africa, I attend the daily devotional meeting which happens at the Come and See Africa (CASA)
house where I stay. Around 5 am, while it’s still dark outside, I hear the CASA house gate creak open. Jack, who
is the watchman for CASA, takes white plastic chairs out from the living room to the yard.

Soon mamas and kids enter the gate. These are poorest of the poor people in Butare. Most of the mamas are wid-
ows and some of these kids are orphans. These children often go to bed hungry and wake up hungry. And yet,
they get up early, walk the dirt road in the dark, to get to CASA in the twi-
light. They give thanks to God that they are alive for the day. They pray,
they sing, they are grateful.

Whenever I see the way they express their gratitude to God, I am humbled. I
am reminded by them that true joy comes from a grateful heart, not from an
abundance of things.
