The founder ofCelebrate Recoveryntroduced
himself by saying, “My name is John. | am a be-
liever in recovery from alcoholism” and his wife
said, “I am Cheryl. | am a believer who is in re-
covery from co-dependence”. The couple shared
their powerful stories. When John had acknowl-
edged his alcohol addictions and gave it to God,
then his recovery began. There were two things
that stood out from the couple’s testimonies: first
their experience and second their obedience. Be-
cause they had firsthand experience with alcohol-
ism and its destructive ways, they established a
ministry for people suffering in similar situations
Because of their obedience, God was able to use
their ministry to change lives.

Pastor Chris and | see a need for a recovery minis-
try at First Southern, but we are not the ones to
lead it. God must call the right person into ser-
vice. The right person would come from a “12-
step” background, would be an experienced fol-
lower of Jesus, and would have a burden to help
other people deal with addictions and dysfunc-
tions.
