We're Younger than We Think

When I was first called to be pastor at First Southern, |
was informed that the average age of members was
“about 75, maybe 80”. I thought to myself “wow, these
senior citizens are really senior”. When I preached for
the first time, I did see a lot of older faces looking back
at me. But even so, an average age of 75 seemed a bit
high to me.
