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~  New Beginnings  ~ 
 
As I write this, I am beginning three new se-
ries of messages.  I am not sure why all three 
of these are starting at once.  I suspect that I 
waited until after the Easter season to allow 
these messages room to sprout and flower. 
 
Last Sunday (April 22), I began an eight-part 
series of messages for Sunday morning ser-
vices.  This series is called “The Mountain-
side Teaching of Jesus” and comes from the 
Gospel of Matthew, chapter five.   These 
wonderful words embody the ethical teach-
ing of Jesus.  The dates and titles of these 
eight messages are printed on the front of 
this newsletter.  You are welcome to come 
and hear what Jesus has to say about anger, 
lust, divorce, promises, revenge, and love. 
 
Also last Sunday, at the evening service, we 
began a 19-week journey through the Gospel 
of John.  On Sunday (April 22) we viewed 
together the first chapter of John taken from 
a video called “The Gospel of John”.   This 3 
½ hour DVD is a word-by-word recounting 
of John’s Gospel.  The dramatization and 
visuals of first-century Palestine provide a 
special insight into God’s Word.  After the 
video, we dug deeper into the Gospel by ask-
ing several questions about what we heard 
and what we saw. 
 
Finally, we have just started our Wednesday 
Evening Family Fellowship.  After our fam-
ily meal, I am beginning something called 
“Word of the Week”.  For the next several 
weeks the word will concern a distinctive 
feature of our Baptist tradition:  Biblical Au-
thority, Autonomy of the Local Church, 
Priesthood of All Believers, Two Ordi-
nances, Individual Liberty, Saved Church 
Membership, Two Officers, Separation of 
Church and State.  Put them all together and 
they spell   BAPTIST. 

On Memorial Day Sunday, May 
27, First Southern will dedicate a 
plaque to the memory of Michael 
Balsley, a soldier who died in 
service of his country on January 
23, 2007.  The plaque will be 
permanently affixed to the 
church wall.
