Robbie played his guitar, Shauna told a
scary story about a librarian, and Eldora read a
poem about a camping memory. A thunder-
storm on the sound system brought the evening
to a close.

Church camp has always been special to me. At
Cedar Lake in Indiana we sang “Do Lord”. The
words went “l took Jesus as my Savior. You take
Him, too”. And it was at church camp in 1960
that | took Jesus as my Savior and was baptized
a few weeks later. Will you take Him too?
