    Our old home in Mill Valley contained 
fourteen years of accumulated possessions.

I spent 
several hours emptying out this attic of limbo.  I 
ran across long-forgotten college papers (keep), 
broken telephones (throw out), and old books 
(donate to Goodwill).   I was surprised at how 
many old trophies and plaques I discovered.  
     I saw trophies from high school.  I saw 
church awards, Boy Scout awards, and sports 
awards. I saw numerous medals and plaques 
from twenty years spent in the army.  I saw 
academic certificates.   
     “Why do I hang on to all this junk?” I 
thought to myself.  “Most of these trophies are 
made of ugly gold plastic.  I would never 
display them on the walls of the house.  Why do 
I keep them in limbo?”    
     I suspect that my old trophies provide a kind 
of security.  Just knowing that they exist in 
some dark corner gives me assurance that I am 
worth something.  It’s like I can always respond 
to some critic by saying, “look here, I won an 
army award in 1978”.  But really, does anybody 
really care about all of these gold-plated plastic 
awards?   
     Then came to mind words from the hymn 
Old Rugged Cross.  In my younger days, I never 
understood, “until my trophies at last I lay 
down”.  But now I understand.  It’s time to cast 
away these old trophies and seek imperishable 
trophies that only God can award.
